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To All Foreign Residents Who Plan to Raise a Child in Kanazawa
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To Those Who are Planning to Give Birth in Kanazawa City
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Giving birth can be a life-threatening event for both mother and baby. While
having a baby is a joyful event, you may also feel a lot of anxiety and worry about
giving birth and raising a child in a country with a different language and culture.
Many procedures are required to receive maternal and child health services during
pregnancy and childbirth. If you don't know about the services offered where
you live, you won't be able to use them. We have created this handbook to help
ensure the health of foreign resident mothers and children who do not understand
Japanese very well. The handbook provides information about the services and
systems in place in Kanazawa City in the following languages: simple Japanese,
English and Chinese. Please use this handbook so that you can raise your children
safely and happily in Kanazawa City.

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When You Find Out You're Pregnant
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Obtain a Maternal and Child Health Handbook
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Obtaln a "Notification of Pregnancy" at a Hospital.
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Once your baby's heartbeat is identifiable, you can obtain a notification of pregnancy
at a hospital or maternity center. The mother's health condition and the name of the
hospital are recorded on it. Some hospitals also have female doctors; please check
with the hospital if you wish to see one. If you think you might be pregnant, the first
thing to do is see a doctor for an examination.
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Submit Your Notification of Pregnancy to a Health and Welfare Center (or the Health
Policy Section at City Hall).
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Take something that confirms the mother's identity, such as their Individual Number
Card (My Number Card), passport (including face photo), or residence card.

If you have any concerns about pregnancy or childbirth, please ask your public
health nurse (P5).
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Support Benefit for Pregnant Women

Women can receive 50,000 yen during pregnancy and another 50,000 yen
per child after birth. You will be told how to apply either when you submit a
pregnancy notification form or during a post-birth home visit.
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What is the Maternal and Child Health Handbook? i
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Important information about giving birth and raising a baby is written in it. It's an
important handbook to record the health of the mother and child. Doctors and
public health nurses check it when mothers and children undergo health checkups
and vaccinations (P19).

*The handbook is also available in foreign languages (English, etc.).
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If you gave birth outside of Japan and have a Maternal and Child Health
Handbook from another country, you can use it in Japan as well. If you forgot
to bring it to Japan or lost it, you can get a Japanese Maternal and Child Health
Handbook. Please enquire at a Health and Welfare Center (P40) or the Health
Policy Section at City Hall.
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What is the Kanazawa Mother and Child Health Guide?
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If you live in Kanazawa City, you will receive it together with the Maternal and Child
Health Handbook (P3). It contains pregnant/nursing mother health checkup slips
and general health checkup slips for infants and children up to 2 years old.

Health checkups are free.
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Public Health Nurses are Your Local Child-Raising Partners
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Public health nurses support the health of mothers and children. They provide the
Maternal and Child Health Handbook (P3) and are in charge of visits for the
newborn baby (P15) and infant health checkup (P17). If you have any concerns
about raising children under elementary school age, or if you have any problems,
please consult a public health nurse.
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A smartphone app that helps you during pregnancy, childbirth and childcare

by recording and providing information. You can use it to manage your child’s

vaccination schedule.

Supported languages: English, Chinese (Traditional/Simplified), Korean, Spanish,
Portuguese, Thai, Vietnamese, Indonesian, Russian, Tagalog
and Nepali.
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When you receive your Maternal and Child Health Handbook, you will receive a
Maternity Mark. This mark is used to let others know that you are pregnant. Some
facilities provide priority parking to pregnant mothers when displaying this mark in
the parking lot. If you see this mark on a bus or train, you can use the priority seating.
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This is a doctor who you can consult about health-related matters and who will refer
you to a specialized hospital when necessary.

Find one near your home. Health and Welfare Centers (P40) can also tell you
where to find them.
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Take the Pregnancy Health Checkup
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This is an examination to check whether the mother and her unborn baby are
healthy. There are 14 pregnancy health checkup slips in the Kanazawa Mother
and Child Health Guide (P4). In order to give birth with peace of mind, please
undergo the checkups according to the week of pregnancy. Before undergoing a
checkup, check with the hospital to see if you can use a checkup slip.
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Pregnant Women Consultation: Consult About Life During Pregnancy and Preparations for
Childbirth
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You can discuss habits for during pregnancy and after childbirth (diet, rest, childbirth
preparation, breastfeeding care, etc.) and childcare services.

Experience holding and changing a baby doll (partners can also experience
pregnancy).
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Dental Checkup for Pregnant Women
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A dental examination for pregnant mothers. During pregnancy, morning sickness
is common. Oral hygiene can deteriorate, making it easier to develop cavities and
periodontal disease.

Children may become infected with the bacteria from cavities, so please undergo
this checkup. You can find a one-time pregnancy dental health checkup slip in the
Kanazawa Mother and Child Health Guide (P4). The checkup is free. Before
undergoing the checkup, check with the dental clinic to see if you can use the
checkup slip.
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Health Policy Section (2F, City Hall Building No. 1)
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Apply for the Childbirth Payment
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The Childbirth Payment is a national scheme that reduces the burden of childbirth
expenses. For those who have health insurance, the Childbirth Payment (500,000 yen)
is paid directly to the hospital. If the actual cost of childbirth is more than 500,000
yen, you must pay the difference at the hospital. If it is less than 500,000 yen, you can
receive the difference if you apply for it. You can receive the payment even if you
gave birth overseas.

If the baby is in Japan for
more than 60 days without completing the procedure, they will be considered as
overstaying, so please do not forget to complete the procedure. Please check with
the Immigration Bureau for the required documents.

Additionally, if the child does not have a passport, he/she may not be able to open a
bank account or sign a mobile phone contract in the future, so please make sure to
complete the necessary procedures.

Vaccinations are given from 2 months of age. You can get free vaccinations if you
use the Kanazawa City scheduled vaccination slips. You can choose the hospital.
There is a fixed period for each vaccination, some cannot be received after that time,
and some will require payment after that time.
